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Preston Man Inducted into the Idaho Dairy Hall of Fame

Boise, ID – Gale Moser of Preston was inducted into the Idaho Dairy Hall of Fame at the United Dairymen of Idaho 2007 Annual Meeting held in Boise.  

Moser’s many activities on behalf of the dairy industry during his many years in the business are a testament to his selection into the Idaho Dairy Hall of Fame. The Idaho Dairy Hall of Fame award was sponsored by D.L. Evans Bank and Gnesa Excavating, Inc. 
Moser has served as a member of the United Dairymen of Idaho board of directors for almost 20 years, many of which he served as Vice-Chair of the Idaho Dairy Products Commission. He served eight years as a representative to the Dairy Research Center at Utah State University. He also served as the Idaho representative to the Western Dairy Research Center. 

At the national level, Moser has been the Idaho representative at the National Conference on Interstate Milk Shipment and helped write the rules for the Pasteurized Milk Ordinances for 15 years. Moser also served as the Idaho representative to the United Dairy Industry Association for seven years. Two of those seven years, Gale served as 2nd vice-chair of UDIA and Chair of the National Dairy Council. He also served one year as first vice-chair. 

Moser has always felt that it was important to give back to his community. He has been a member of Kiwanis for more than 35 years and served as President. Moser is often asked to speak about Idaho’s dairy industry at Kiwanis’ meetings. He has served on the Franklin County Fair Board and was an ASCS County Commissioner for 12 years, serving as chairman for four years. Moser was instrumental in obtaining funding to help dairy farms comply with animal waste projects. He also served as a board member of the Cub River Irrigation District for 37 years, serving as President for 16 years. He was a board member of the Bear River Water Users Association for 13 years and was appointed by the Governor to serve on the Basin Advisory Group. He helped draft the settlement agreement for the Bear River Homeowners Association, Utah Power & Light and the Bear River Water Users Association, which irrigate 150,000 acres in southeast Idaho and northern Utah. 
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Moser also volunteered for youth organizations serving as a scout master for Boy Scouts of America and a merit badge counselor for more than 20 years. He has donated potatoes for the FFA banquet for more than 25 years. 

Moser received the Southeast Idaho Star Farmer Award from FFA. He has received several certificates of service from the Farm Service Agency and from UDIA. 

Moser and his wife Lynne, have five children, one foster son, 14 grandchildren, and one great grandchild.
