What makes a good Program Advisor?  

Here’s some advice from Lisa Riley, Fuel Up to Play 60 Program Advisor (and Health Teacher) at Enslow Middle 
School in Huntington, WV. Lisa’s school won the Fuel Up to Play 60 National 
Competition in 2009-10. 

“The Program Advisor needs to be a motivator, one who knows and cares about 
their students. One who is dedicated to the success of the program.  One who is 
fair and has good judgment.  I think one of the things that made our program so 
successful was that I picked motivators who weren’t just the popular kids.  I also 
picked some shy kids who never had the chance to be leaders of their class and 
who were not into sports.  They were also able to tap into their peers and reach 
them on a level that others couldn’t.  The advisor has to be someone who can 
devote extra time to the program and is committed to its success. And it wouldn’t 
hurt if the advisor is a competitive person, also! The Program Advisor should be dedicated to the success of the 
students.”
